Grants
Artists in the Community
will award one (1) grant of
$2,500 in 2007 to an individual
artist living and working in
Sullivan County. All creative
(not interpretive) artists in all
media are welcome to apply.
Students are not eligible. The
grant is funded through the
Sullivan County
Decentralization (DEC)
Program of the New York State
Council on the Arts. 

Artists in the Community
will support a highly accom-
plished artist in creating new
and significant work. In keeping
with DEC’s commitment to
community involvement, the
grant requires community par-
ticipation in some form in the
creative process - not simply as
an audience for the finished

work. For example, local farms
could be the subjects of a
poem sequence; area musi-
cians could be assistants to a
composer by rehearsing and
commenting on a composition
in progress; the public could be
process partners by viewing a
dance-in-progress and dis-
cussing it with the choreogra-
pher; materials from the com-
munity could be used in a
series of collages; interviews of
citizens could lead to paintings
based on local historical fig-
ures, with a discussion with
those interviewed during the
exhibition opening. There is a
broad range of possibilities.
The goal is for the artist and
the community to see one
another as a resource.

Artists in the Community
funding is awarded on a com-
petitive basis by a panel of
artists representative of the art

disciplines of the applicants.
The decision to fund will be
based on the degree of com-
munity participation in the pro-
ject as well as on the quality of
the work as exhibited by the
support materials submitted.

First time applicants are
required to attend a grant writ-
ing seminar which will offer
assistance in understanding
program priorities and contrac-
tual obligations and in develop-
ing a clear budget and effective
narrative. The free seminar will
take place at 1:30 p.m. on
Saturday, September 9, 2006
at Delaware Arts Center, 37
Main St., Narrowsburg, NY.

Under her direction, the
Delaware Arts Center was pur-
chased, placed on the register of
historic sites, and renovated; the
Tusten Theatre was leased and
renovated; programs in the visu-
al, literary, media, and performing
arts have taken root and fluour-
ished; and grant programs have
infused over $1 million dollors in
assistance Sullivan County's cul-
tural organizations and artists.

Giguere has served on grant
panels for the New York State
Council on the Arts, consulted on
arts issues around the state, and
received countless awards.
